Welcome Meeting for Parents and Carers - 20" May 5:30-6:30pm
Our Welcome Meeting is a wonderful opportunity for you to meet our Senior Leadership Team and the
Year R teachers who will be working with your child. You’ll also have a chance to explore the classrooms,

learn about daily routines, and ask any questions you may have.

As this session will include a lot of key information, we kindly ask that it is attended by parents and carers
only. Your child will have their own special visits in the weeks that follow.

Key Transition Events for You and Your Child

We’ve planned some exciting transition events for you and your child to enjoy together. These sessions are
designed to help your child feel comfortable in their new setting. They’ll have the chance to meet the Year
R team, play and explore in the classrooms, and begin making friends with other children starting in
September.

These visits are a lovely way to build early connections and create a positive first experience of school.

Home Visits — Getting to Know You

As part of our transition process, we also offer home visits at the beginning of the school year. This is a
special opportunity for your child’s teacher to meet you and your child in the comfort of your own home.
It allows us to get to know your child as an individual — their interests, likes and dislikes, any additional
needs they may have, and to hear about any worries or questions you might have as a parent.

We find that these one-to-one visits are a fantastic way to build strong relationships from the start, and they
help your child feel more settled and secure when they start school.

These visits will begin during the first week of September and you will be given the date and time for your
visit during our “Come and Discover” sessions in June.

Settling In — A Gentle Start to School Life

To help your child feel safe, confident, and happy as they begin their school journey, we offer a carefully
planned, part-time settling-in period during the first few weeks of September. These shorter sessions allow
the children to gradually adjust to their new environment, routines, and relationships at a pace that feels
right for them. We’ve found that this gentle start really helps children build trust and enjoy their time at
school from the very beginning.
