- To recognize and represent decimals up to two 
decimal places, including reading, writing, and comparing 
them in terms of tenths and hundredths. 
- To convert simple fractions (with denominators of 2, 5, 
10, and 100) into decimals (e.g., 1/2 = 0.5, 3/4 = 0.75). 
- To relate percentages to fractions and decimals and 
convert between them (e.g., 50% = 1/2 = 0.5). 
- To complete, read and interpret information in tables, 

including timetables.
