Research and Report on Marine
Species:

Choose a marine animal or plant
species and research its habitat,
behaviour, threats, and conservation
status. You can create a report or a
presentation to share your findings with
the class.

Reduce Plastic Use:

Encourage other students to find ways to
reduce their plastic consumption at home and
school. This could include using reusable
water bottles and lunch containers, saying no
to plastic straws, and participating in beach
clean-ups to remove plastic debris from
coastal areas.

Create Ocean-themed Artwork:

Express your love for the ocean through
art. You can create drawings, paintings,
or sculptures that highlight the beauty of
marine life and the importance of ocean
conservation. These artworks can be
displayed in the classroom or school to
raise awareness.

Build a DIY Ocean Ecosystem:

Help other students understand the
complexity of marine ecosystems by
building a small-scale DIY ocean
ecosystem, such as a saltwater
aquarium or a mini coral reef habitat.

Conduct a Water Quality Experiment:

Teach other students about the importance of
clean water for marine life by conducting a
water quality experiment. You can collect
water samples from local ponds, rivers, or
coastal areas and test them for parameters like
pH, dissolved oxygen, and nutrient levels.
Based on your findings, they can discuss
ways to protect water quality and prevent
pollution.

Test:
